In a realm between legends, honour rides beside hunger, friendship weighs heavier
than crowns, and every quiet road hides choices that forge knights not by destiny, but

by heart, and sacrifice endures.

HBO Max returns to the world of
Westeros with A Knight of the Seven
Kingdoms, a series that shifts focus
away from sprawling wars and dragons
to something more intimate, human
and quietly powerful. Adapted from
George R R Martin’s Tales of Dunk and
Egg novellas, the series is set roughly
ninety years before the events of Game
of Thrones and offers a grounded,
character driven take on the Seven
Kingdoms.

This approach allows the series to
explore themes of chivalry, class and
power in a more personal way. Dunk’s
sincere belief in knighthood often
clashes with a world that treats honour
as optional, while Egg’s curiosity and
intelligence constantly challenge ac-
cepted traditions.

Visually, the series maintains the rich

production values audiences expect

from HBO, but with a more rustic and
lived in aesthetic.

Armour is dented, cloaks are worn
and villages feel grounded in mud

and sweat rather than spectacle. This
texture reinforces the show’s focus on
ordinary people living under extraordi-
nary systems of power.

Fans of Game of Thrones will appreci-
ate the subtle connections to familiar
houses and names, yet the series stands
confidently on its own. There is no need
to memorise family trees or political al-
liances. Instead, the storytelling invites
viewers to walk beside two travellers
learning what it truly means to be a
knight in an imperfect world.

A Knight of the Seven Kingdoms
succeeds by doing less and meaning
more. It is a thoughtful expansion of
Martin’s universe that values character
over chaos, reminding audiences that
the heart of Westeros has always been
found in its stories of people striving to
do the right thing.

Every family
finds their own
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For an entire generation of horror comedy fans,

Jon Abrahams does not need an introduction. The -

moment his face appears on screen, the quotes
come flooding back. The timing. The awkward-
ness. The oblivious charm. Bobby from Scary
Movie is etched into pop culture history, and more
than two decades later, Abrahams is stepping back
into that world with Scary Movie 6, promising one
thing above all else.

Speaking with Movieland, Abrahams reflects on a
career that began not with ambition, but with ac-

cident, luck, and an openness to say yes when the

right door appeared.

‘I never set out to be an actor,” he admits. “That
wasn't the plan at all.”

Abrahams grew up in downtown Manhattan,
immersed in visual art, cinema, and creative
culture from an early age. His father worked as an
animator and was deeply passionate about special
effects, monsters, and filmmaking long before
MTYV reshaped pop culture. Movies were not just

entertainment in the Abrahams household. They ;
were a language.

That language would cﬁange his life in 1995 when .

Larry Clark and Harmony Korine were casting
Kids. Wandering Washington Square Park, the
filmmakers approached local teenagers, including
Abrahams, asking if they wanted to audition.

“We were just kids hanging out,” he says. “‘None of
us thought it would become what it became.”

The film exploded. An uncompromising, defining _

piece of 90s independent cinema, Kids launched
Abrahams into the industry almost overnight.

“If it wasn't for that movie, I wouldn't be falking to
you right now.”

Though acting was not his origi-
nal goal, it became the door that
opened everything else. Suddenly,
he was working consistently,
moving through indie films,
studio projects, and com-
edies with a natural ease
that felt unforced. . :

Those answers shaped the final script. Bobby
became a hybrid of Skeet Ulrich’s Billy Loomis and
Freddie Prinze Jr's clean cut leading man archetype.
The humour worked because it was grounded in rec-
- ognisable horror logic. Even some of the most iconic
lines were improvised. “That whole bit about saying
‘goodbye to all the people in the van,’ Abrahams
says. “That was off the top of my head””

Despite the absurdity around him, Bobby functioned
as the straight man, reacting rather than performing.
“My job was not to be funny,” he explains.“My job
was to let everyone else be funny.’Scary Movie did
not just succeed. It detonated. It revived parody cin-
ema, launched a franchise, and reshaped how horror
could be approached through comedy.

The success was so complete that many younger

While later sequels diluted the formula, Abrahams
is clear about where the heart of the franchise lies.
“The first two films,” he says.“That's the gold.” Now,
with Scary Movie 6, Abrahams is stepping back into
a world that feels less like a set and more like family.

“Seeing Anna again
after 25 years. Being back with everyone!”

The Wayans family atmosphere remains intact, with
multiple generations now involved both in front of
and behind the camera.”lIt really is a family,” he says.
