rom Perth to Rome, from sci-
ence lectures to sword fights, 
Tanzyn Crawford is living 
proof that sometimes the 
boldest career move is simply 

saying yes. 
 
Now starring in HBO’s epic fantasy series 
“A Knight of the Seven Kingdoms”, Craw-
ford steps into the world of Westeros as the 
unforgettable Tanselle “Too Tall” a character 
who leaves a lasting mark despite limited 
screen time. 
 
“I’m just proud of myself for giving it a go,” 
Crawford tells Movieland. “I was studying a 
science degree and last minute I decided to go 
to WAAPA. I didn’t know any actors growing 
up in Perth. I had no roadmap.” 
 
For fans still feeling the void left by Game of 
Thrones and craving more after House of the 
Dragon, Crawford describes the new series 
as the perfect entry point. “It’s a great jump-
in type of show. You don’t have to know the 
history of Westeros. It’s a softer landing. It’s 
not so violent, not so intimidating. It’s like a 
good taster.” Says Crawford. 
 
Unlike its sprawling predecessors, the six-
episode season follows one central figure, 
giving audiences a more intimate journey. 
 
“It’s unusual for this universe. You really get 
to delve deeper into one character rather than 
juggling so many storylines.” 
 
Yes, the nickname is real. 
 
“I am six foot,” she laughs. “In my family 
that’s not that tall. But in the grand scheme of 
the world, a six-foot woman is tall. So yes  I 
take the ‘Too Tall’ label on.”  
 
Stepping into a fully realised period produc-
tion was transformative. “This was the most 
incredible experience I’ve had on any set. 
Pulling up to a field where they’d built a whole 
tournament ground, markets, bridges, it was 
unreal.” 
 
Costume fittings were equally immersive. 
“I’ve never had a custom costume made like 
that before. Seeing the materials laid out, 
choosing colours, having everything fitted 
perfectly, it feeds your actor brain.” 

Add horses, goats, chickens and hundreds 
of extras into the mix, and Crawford found 
herself fully transported. “It just makes 
everything feel more real and more special.” 
For Crawford, joining a globally recognised 
franchise means more than just career mo-
mentum. 
 
“We’re a little country with a little population. 
So I’m happy we’re spreading our creativity 
out into the world. I’m proud to be part of 
that bunch.” 
 
From Perth to Rome and beyond, she’s car-
rying that Aussie spirit with her. 
 
MOVIE RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
Crawford is a self-confessed cinema obses-
sive, admitting, “I fixate on someone and I 
need to see everything they’ve ever done.” Her 
Movieland-approved picks include The Skel-
eton Twins, The Wiz, The Watermelon Woman 
and Memory, and yes, she is especially excit-
ed for the upcoming Michael Jackson biopic, 
calling it a “huge event in my life personally.”  
 
When it comes to cinema snacks, her or-
der is just as iconic: medium popcorn with 
M&M’s mixed in, a frozen raspberry drink, 
an ice cream sandwich, and sometimes even 
a cucumber... We’ll have what she’s havin’!

W
hen you watch Hijack on Apple TV, 
the tension feels suffocating. Seven 
hours. One aircraft. Hundreds of 
lives. And at the centre of it all, 
Sam Nelson, played with magnetic 

restraint by Idris Elba.  
 
Behind the camera shaping that pressure cooker is Brit-
ish director Jim Field Smith, a filmmaker who never ac-
tually planned to become one. “I kind of got started in the 
film industry by accident really,” Smith tells Movieland. “I 
hadn’t grown up wanting to be a director. I wasn’t running 
around in my backyard like Spielberg shooting Super 8 
films.” Instead, his path was organic. Childhood creativ-
ity with writer George Kay led to short films, comedy 
sketches and eventually professional work. “I didn’t go to 
film school. I didn’t have this giant strategy. It just kind of 
emerged as something I could do and something I enjoyed 
doing.” 
 
Before Hijack, Smith and Kay created Criminal, a Netf-
lix drama set entirely inside a police interview room. It 
was a bold experiment in restriction.“What if we told a 
big ambitious crime drama but just in one room?” Smith 
explains. “You put the crime into the head of the viewer. It 
becomes this intense cat and mouse between suspect and 
detective.” Hijack became the natural evolution of that 
idea. 
 
“We sort of said Hijack is ‘Criminal with wings’.” 
The concept was deceptively simple: real time storytell-
ing across seven hours aboard a hijacked plane. But 
simplicity was the hook. “If something is too big and too 
noisy, you can’t really explore character. Hijack is a big 
thrilling roller coaster, but it’s also a character study. We’re 
turning the screw on Sam Nelson and seeing how he per-
forms under pressure.”

Working with Idris Elba became central to the 
series’ identity. “He’s like the sun in the universe of 
the show,” Smith says. “Everything orbits around 
him.” Season one established Sam as a reluctant 
passenger caught in crisis. Season two flips ex-
pectations. 
 
“We wanted to push him into a darker place. 
In season one, he didn’t choose to be there. In 
season two, he’s slightly more the architect of the 
problem.” 
 
The evolution allowed Smith to explore Elba in 
new ways. 
 
“At the end of season two, he is physically, literally 
and metaphorically on his knees. I’ve not really 
seen him like that before.” When season two was 
announced, audiences had the obvious reaction.

Smith anticipated that response and leaned into 
it deliberately. The opening episode of season 
two mirrors season one in structure, teasing the 
idea that history may repeat itself. “I wanted the 
audience going, ‘Surely not. Surely he’s not just 
getting on a train and it’s happening again.’” 
 
But Apple’s weekly release model enhanced the 
twist. “I wanted people to get to the end of epi-
sode one, experience that twist, and not be able to 
watch episode two straight away.” It is controlled 
storytelling at its sharpest. 
 
Season two shifts from the skies to Berlin’s 
underground rail system. For Smith, repetition 
would have been creatively complacent. “If we’d 
done season two on another airplane, we wouldn’t 
have been teaching ourselves anything new.” 
Instead, he chose one of the most logistically 
challenging environments imaginable: a real 
working train depot in Berlin. 
 
If you have not yet boarded the flight or stepped 
onto that train, now is the time. 
 
With two gripping seasons now streaming on 
Apple TV, Hijack proves that tension does not 
need spectacle alone. It needs character, preci-
sion and a director willing to push both audi-
ence and himself into uncomfortable territory. 
 
Jim Field Smith may have arrived in filmmak-
ing “by accident,” but there is nothing accidental 
about the razor sharp intensity of Hijack.

The hunt for Australia’s most 
infamous escape artist

ustralia has produced some 
unforgettable true crime stories, 
but few have captured the im-
agination of the nation quite like 
the legend of Brenden Abbott. 

Known across the country as The Postcard Bandit, 
Abbott became one of Australia’s most notorious 
fugitives during the 1990s after escaping prison 
and embarking on a series of audacious robberies 
that baffled police. 
 
Now the gripping true story is re-imagined for the 
screen in RUN, a powerful new Australian crime-
drama miniseries streaming on Binge and Foxtel. 
Featuring standout performances from George 
Mason, Keiynan Lonsdale, Ashleigh Cummings 
and Christian Byers, the series dives deep into the 
life, legend and consequences surrounding the 
man who refused to stay behind bars. 
 
Set up by Director Ben Young, the filmmaker be-
hind the acclaimed thriller Hounds of Love, RUN 
blends raw tension, cinematic storytelling and 
real Australian history into one of the most com-
pelling local series in years. The result is a pulse-
pounding crime saga that feels less like television 
and more like a feature film stretched across a 
gripping miniseries format. Ben explains that the 
project began with a deeply personal connection 
to the story.

“I walked into a bank once and found out it had been robbed 
minutes earlier by Brenden Abbott. Years later I found myself 
in a courtroom watching him speak. He was charismatic, intel-

ligent and nothing like the stereotype of a bank robber.”

Born in Western Australia, Abbott developed 
a reputation as a cunning and intelligent bank 
robber who repeatedly escaped custody. The 
nickname “The Postcard Bandit” came from 
Abbott reportedly sending postcards to freinds 
that were confiscated by police while on the run, 
taunting authorities during one of the country’s 
most unusual criminal manhunts.

RUN’s intensity comes from the collaboration between 
directors Ben Young, Bonnie Moir and a powerful cast, 
Young describes the project as something that almost 
seemed destined to happen. “It felt like something that 
was in my blood. I had this strange connection to the story 
long before the show even existed.”  
 
For actor Christian Byers, the appeal of RUN was its 
cinematic scale and the emotional complexity of the 
characters. “The whole thing just feels like a movie. The 
directors involved are guns, and the show just goes bam 
from the very first episode.”  RUN also benefits from a 
retro soundtrack and modern crime-thriller pacing.

“The score and the tone of the series create these 
incredible moments of tension. There’s a scene 
near the end of one episode where everything 

just clicks. You realise the show is really cooking.”

True crime has always been a powerful genre 
in Australia. Series like Underbelly proved that 
audiences are fascinated by the country’s darker 
history, but RUN raises the bar with cinematic 
direction, it captures the thrill of the chase, but 
also explores the human stories behind the 
headlines.

That creative freedom allows RUN to explore the emotional 
and psychological layers of the story while still respecting the 
real events that inspired it. For Movieland viewers and crime 
fans alike, RUN is a must watch.

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Stillness. Silence. Then terror. 
Independent horror cinema often thrives on one 
powerful idea. In the case of The Mannequin, 
director John Berardo found inspiration in the 
strangest of places: his own apartment. 
 
During the global pandemic, Berardo found him-
self isolated like many creatives around the world. 
Left alone with time, uncertainty, and a few old 
mannequins abandoned by a former roommate, 
an eerie concept slowly took shape. The lifeless 
figures became more than just decoration. 
 
“They were just sitting there in my apartment,” 
Berardo explains. “I started experimenting with 
them as art objects, and eventually I thought, how 
can I turn this into a story?” What emerged was 
The Mannequin...

 
Berardo describes the film as something of a 
genre hybrid. 
 
“I pitch it as a fun ghost story with humour and 
scares,” he says. “Almost like Sex and the City, 
but with something terrifying hiding in the back-
ground.”  
 
At the centre of the story is Isabella Gomez, who 
brings emotional depth and energy to the role of 
Liana. Gomez, who began acting at just six years 
old after landing a commercial in her native Co-
lombia, says performing has always felt natural. 
 
“Being on set was the most magical experience,” she 
recalls. “Once I started, I just never stopped.”  
 
Although widely known for comedy and television work, Gomez embraced the intensity of horror 
filmmaking. She explains that both genres demand the same level of emotional commitment. 
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That commitment was crucial on a production with lim-
ited time and resources. Shot in just twelve days, the film 
relied heavily on the cast delivering strong performances 
quickly. 
 
Berardo says Gomez’s experience made her invaluable on 
set. 
 

“She’s the kind of actress who nails it in the first few 
takes,” he explains. “On a low-budget film like this, 

that makes a huge difference.”  
 

Despite the frantic pace of production, 
both the cast and crew describe the 

experience as surprisingly joyful. 
Gomez compares the shoot to sum-
mer camp, with the actors forming 
a close bond that helped shape the 
film’s natural chemistry. 
 
Ultimately, The Mannequin is 
more than just a horror film 
about a haunted object. Beneath 
the scares lies a story about 
friendship, resilience, and finding 
moments of humour even when 
the world feels overwhelming. 
 
For Berardo, that balance is the 
film’s real secret. 

 
“At the end of the day,” he says, “I just want audiences to 
have a fun, scary time.”
 
And if a mannequin happens to be watching from the 
shadows, all the better.
